Guided tours offer students the chance to
experience the grandeur of the Georgia
Capitol while reinforcing what they are
already learning in class about GeorgiaQ
history and government.

There is a maximum of 40 visitors per tour.
Only one group will be assigned per tour
time. We do not offer tours for students
below 2" grade. If you are interested in
bringing a younger group, please contact us
for additional options.

Tours for Grades 2 - 5

This tour uses the building to illustrate the
three branches of GeorgiaQ government and
introduce students to representative
government.

This comprehensive tour provides students
with an introduction and review of the
principles of democratic government in
Georgia. Through an interactive discussion
your guide will help your students learn

about democracy, representative
government, and the importance of voting.
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Subject Tours

Special subject tours are available
for high school, college, or adult
groups. These tours offer an in-
depth look at a specific subject and
do not contain the general
information about the Capitol
provided in the other tours.
Requests for a subject tour must be
made while scheduling and may
only be available at certain times.

Architecture Tour

Explore the Capitol through its
architecture. Learn about how the
building has changed over the
years and how its recent
renovation has restored the
Capitol to its original 1889
appearance.

Civil Rights Tour

When the Capitol Building was
opened in 1889 the General
Assembly had only one African
American representative and
women in Georgia were unable
to vote. Learn about the struggle,
